Format for proposals for change relating to issues with the Building Rules
What is the issue and why is it a problem?

Clearly describe the issue and provide evidence that the problem exists. Describe both the extent and effect of the problem and what has caused it.

What can be done to fix the issue?

Outline your proposal and explain whether you are proposing a change, addition or deletion to the Building Rules. The Building Rules include the Development Regulations, the Building Code of Australia, the SA Housing Code and any Australian Standards referenced therein.

If relevant, include suggested wording for amendments and your reasoning behind the proposed wording. 

How will the proposal solve the problem?
Demonstrate how your proposal will solve the problem. Identify any other options (regulatory and/or non-regulatory) to solve the problem. Demonstrate why your proposal is the most effective and efficient of the options available.

Who will be affected by the proposal and how will they be affected?

Identify who will be affected by your proposal and describe the extent to which they will be affected. Describe any impact on competition within the industry. Identify any sources of information used.

Who has been consulted and what are their views?
Identify who you have discussed the proposal with and the feedback that you have received. Describe the extent of support for the proposal.
